PASTOR’S COLUMN:
COMMUNION WITH JESUS IN THE EUCHARIST

I am the bread of life

This weekend we reflect on the mystery of the Holy Eucharist. I have a few thoughts
for you to ponder upon this Holy mystery.

Jesus becomes our spiritual nourishment in the Eucharist. So he says: “The bread that I
shall give is my flesh for the life of the world”. (Jn 6: 51) That can happen only
through a wonder. The Jews could not understand it. So John in his Gospel wants us to
know that:

-Jesus is our food. Through him we have life in God.

-Jesus gives to us as an offering his own body and blood.

-Without Jesus we are deprived of the gift of God’s life in us.

-With Jesus we enjoy eternal life.

One day a Guru (Teacher) was teaching to his disciples:

One of his delightful teachings was God is closer to sinners than to the saints. This is
how he explained it: God in heaven holds each person by a string. When you sin you
cut the string. Then God ties it up again, making a knot and hereby bringing you a little
closer to him. Again and again your sins cut the string and with each further knot God
keeps drawing you closer and closer.

Well, therein lies the mystery of the incarnation. God becomes human to call sinners
and to save them. God’s love is supreme of which the highest expression is humanity
of Christ. The Eucharist, the highest expression of Jesus self-giving, is an abiding gift
for us. The Eucharistic table unites us with God and the community. Jesus left us his
own self in the Eucharistic bread to strengthen and heal us. He comes to all who call
upon him. He who has tasted his abiding love would never say, “His words are hard to
realize, to observe, to keep” but will find in them words of eternal life. Let this Holy
Eucharistic meal make us one with the Lord and one another. Let us thank him for this
wonderful gift.
