PASTOR’S COLUMN: 
LET US JOURNEY TOGETHER DURING THIS 
HOLY SEASON OF LENT 
 
Dear parishioners and friends of our parish: Next week 

we begin the SEASON OF LENT. Each of us called by 

the Lord will travel a slightly different road in the coming 

40 days. But we are all called to practice the threefold 

Lenten disciplines announced in the Gospel for Ash Wednesday. 
 
We Pray: “Go to your room, close your door and pray to your Father (God) in Private.”  

We need to take time for quiet prayer and reflection this Lent to listen to the Lord. Let 

sacred scripture be your guide. The Scripture readings for each day of the week are 

referred to in your parish bulletin. 
 
We fast: “No one must see your fasting but your Father in heaven”. Most of us can 

remember when the laws of the church were very clear regarding fast and abstinence. We 

let everybody know that as “good” catholic's we ate fish on the Fridays of Lent. But I‟m 

not so sure that our fasting really helped to change our lives or develop a spirit of 

conversion. Today, the Lord and His Church still calls us to fast, but to be creative in 

determining what we must fast from, perhaps it is a biting tongue, an unforgiving spirit, 

too much dependence on materials things, compulsive eating, drinking or smoking.  
 
We Give Alms: “When you give Alms… keep your deeds of money secret, and your 

Father who sees secret will repay you.” I am deeply impressed by the number of 

parishioners who quietly bring their bags of food for our local food shelf each Sunday. 

What a beautiful way to give alms. Take home a „Rice Bowl” for Lent and use it for 

the poor of the world. Give a little extra to your favorite charity. But only you can 

make the best decision in giving alms. 
 
So we journey together this Lent as a parish, as a church of so many colors, ages and 

ways of life. We put aside our business as usual to support each other in prayer, fasting 

and almsgiving. We turn as faithful people to God to enlighten us and purify us 

throughout the lengthening brightness of our days. May it be a journey that leads us to 

the brilliance of Easter Sunday.

LENTEN REGULATIONS 
The Christian faithful are to do penance through prayer, 

fasting, abstinence and by exercising works of piety and 

charity. All Fridays through the year and especially during 

Lent, are penitential days. 

Abstinence 
All who have reached their 14th birthday are to abstain 

from eating meat on Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays 

during Lent. 

Fasting 
All those who are 18 or older, until their 59th birthday, are 

to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Only one full 

meal is allowed on days of fast. Two other meals, 

sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to 

one‟s need: but, together, they should not equal another full 

meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids 

are allowed.  

The obligation does not apply to those whose health or 

ability to work would be affected seriously. People in 

doubt about fast or abstinence should consult a parish 

priest or confessor.
