This
organization funds elementary and vocational schools, adult
education classes and soup kitchens and provides medicine and
mobility carts to lepers. No administrative costs are taken out of
the donated monies.

Option 2: LifeCare Center East

The LifeCare Center East (LCCE) is a pro-life, pregnancy help
center for women and their babies on St. Paul’s eastside. The
LCCE offers women pregnancy tests, sonograms, medical and
financial assistance, counseling and education in positive life
options and provides clothing and nutritional assistance as well.
This is a ministry that offers hope and practical assistance to
women facing an unplanned pregnancy.

Option 3: San Lucas Toliman Mission in Guatemala
Money donated to this option will be given to Fr. Greg Schaffer,
the pastor of the San Lucas Toliman Mission in Guatemala, to
continue supporting his efforts in helping the families of this
area.
