WELCOME FR. TONY!

I'M HAPPY TO BE YOUR PASTOR
AT ST. PASCAL BAYLON

Dearly beloved parishioners of St. Pascal Baylon,

My name is Fr. Joseph Anthony Andrade, but I am
better known as Fr. Tony Andrade.

I was born and brought up in the Southern part of India, in a city called Mangalore. I
am one of 6 children; 3 boys and 3 girls. I have a twin brother and his name is Anthony
Ronald. Since my mother has a devotion to St. Anthony she gave both of us the name
Anthony. She started calling my brother “Rony” and me “Tony.” So that’s how I came
up with the name Tony and later Fr. Tony. When I came to serve in the Archdiocese, 16
years ago, | decided to let the people know that they could call me Fr. Tony. For official
documents and purposes my name is Fr. Joseph Anthony Andrade or Fr. J. Anthony
Andrade. Some of you may recognize me because I used to be one of the weekend and
weekday assistance priests during the time of the late Fr. Thomas Brioschi.

My father died in a road accident in 1982 at the age of 59. My mother is still living
and she is 73 years old. She was a parochial school teacher for 40 years is now retired
and lives with my twin brother, Rony, and his family.

My early education was in my hometown of Mangalore and my priestly formation
was completed at St. Charles Seminary in Nagpur, India. I was ordained to the Holy
Order of Priesthood on the 19" of December 1992 and served as a priest for 10 months
in India at the church of St. Patrick, in Bangalore, India. I came here to the
Archdiocese in December 1993 at the request of the late Archbishop John R. Roach.

I served as a Chaplain at United and Children’s hospitals in St. Paul for 7 years. I
lived at the Cathedral of St. Paul for the first 2 years and then moved to St. Marks in St.
Paul. During those 7 years I also helped out at various parishes in our Archdiocese as a
weekday or weekend priest. In July of 2000 I was appointed Pastor of St. Thomas the
Apostle in St. Paul and have been there until now.

I am very happy and excited to come and serve you as your Pastor and be part of
your parish family. A few days ago the parish staff extended me a warm welcome
along with Fr. David McCauley that made me feel very good as if I was already here
with you. Judy Whitacre, Parish Business Administrator, handed me the keys to the
church building and welcomed me to come any time.

This new assignment has happened so quickly and was so unexpected that I feel 1
may not be fully prepared. But with your help and cooperation I am confident that I
will do fine and will move forward with the same spirit of those pastors who served
you in the past.

Let us remember to pray for one another and celebrate the Sacred Liturgies and
Sacraments with great reverence and devotion. At this time I like to recall the words of
Blessed Mother Theresa of Calcutta, whom I personally met some years ago during my
Seminary days. She once said “what I can do you cannot do, what you can do I cannot
do, but together we can do something beautiful for God”.

So let us extend our hands and reach out to one another in the name of our Lord so
that we may continue to make this place a beautiful dwelling place for God.
