PARISH STAFF REDUCTION ANNOUNCED

As you saw in the financial report we recently published in the
bulletin, and heard from John DeMarco, the President of the
Parish Finance Council, if

financial challenges that are having a serious impact on our
operating budget. As good stewards, it is necessary to live within our means as a parish
T just like you need to do at home.

After consulting with the Parish Finance Council and the Parish Trustees, it became
apparent it was necessary to downsize our parish staff. As a result, I announced the
following restructuring on Friday, May 28:

0 Three faith formation positions have been combined into one position. Kim
Roering will serve as Pastoral Associate for Faith Formation. Barb Uschold
Anderson and Matt Hessler are no longer here.

0 Effective July 1: The pastoral care associate position, held by Cathy Stubbs, will be
reduced from full-time to 28 hours per week. The parish secretary position, held by
Mary Arland, will be reduced from 28 hours to 24 hours per week.

0 Pay reductions for some other positions will occur July 1.
