St. Pascal Baylon, Patron of Cooks and Chefs. Pascal Baylon
(1540-92) was a Franciscan Lay Brother. Born on the border of
Castile and Aragon of a poor shepherd family, he tended flocks as
a youth. In his early twenties, he joined his religious order. His
charity to the poor and afflicted and his humility and courtesy were
extraordinary even by Franciscan standards. He often served as
doorkeeper and cook, feeding the other friars and vast numbers of
the poor who came to the door of the friary. His ability as a baker
and cook became legendary.

the first half of the liturgical year, the church, like a good Mother
and Teacher, celebrates first the mystery of God becoming a human
person at Christmas, and then, all the cluster of feasts associated
with it, like advent, Holy Family, up to the Baptism of Our Lord.
All these feasts relate to his coming forth from God. This is called
Christmas cycle.

Then there is the celebrations of the whole cluster of feasts beginning with lent, called
the Easter cycle, celebrated around the death and resurrection of Christ. This cluster of
feasts relate to his going back to God. The Ascension is the last of these feasts before
the Church celebrates the weeks after Pentecost. This is the work of the Holy Spirit in
the life of the church that is reliving the Paschal Mystery of Christ, his coming forth
from God and going to God.
