Joseph’s Coat
offers support and encouragement for persons in the midst of
conflict, crisis and transition.

Habitat for Humanity is a nonprofit, ecumenical Christian
ministry building simple, decent, affordable housing in
partnership with people in need of adequate shelter. Money
donated to this option will be earmarked for projects in the
Twin Cities area.
