PASTOR’S COLUMN:
STORY OF BARTIMAEUS THE BLIND MAN

Anyone who visits Jericho today
—{ generally comes across many
2 blind people who sit at street-
corners begging for alms.
Perhaps he might then remember
what we read in today’s Gospel.
As Jesus left Jericho with his
disciples and a large crowd,
Bartimaeus, a blind beggar, was
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sitting at the side of the road.

This blind man knew that by himself he was helpless. But then he
hears of Jesus of Nazareth; he expressed his faith in Jesus and his
faith impels Jesus to work the wonder - Jesus cures him. The blind
man felt certain that only Jesus could help him, only he could give
the sight. Nothing, neither the crowd nor the threats of the
disciples, could stop him crying: “Jesus have mercy on me”. Here
we have a model of unshakable faith. Jesus stopped and asked him
to come: “call him here”. Bartimaeus’ faith will be rewarded. He
will be freed from the world of darkness.

The blind Bartimaeus in today’s Gospel is an example to illustrate
our helplessness. Jesus could have easily said to the blind man:
“mind your own business” or “I have no time”. But he sees the
need of the man and has pity on him and suffers with him, he
extends his helping hand. It is said of Jesus that “he cured all”.

JESUS HEALS US: Jesus heals the blind Bartimaeus and he in
turn, wants to follow Jesus. It is said: “He followed him along the
way”. He could see not only the material world but much more: he
sees in the wonders God has worked. He sees in the everyday
events and all created things the hand of God, the mystery of God’s
love. Yes, God sees our needs and knows each one of us. God is
with us. This should free us from fear and worries. If we are
attentive we can also hear the call of God. Only we should put our
trust in him as Bartimaeus did. Then He will extend to us His
healing touch.

WE CARE CAMPAIGN

This weekend, St. Pascal’s parish will gather the loose
change and bills from the collection and donate it to the Social
Caring Committee’s We Care Campaign. The three options
chosen by the committee for its fall project are:

Option 1: Arusha Lutheran Medical Center/Selian
Lutheran Hospital

The Arusha Lutheran Medical Center and the Selian Lutheran
Hospital are facilities located in Arusha, Tanzania. Both have a
referral base of over one million people. Their services include:
dispensing medicine, general and specialty surgery, hospice
care, maternal health, obstetrics, orphan care and pediatrics.
Parishioner Carmen Johnson’s niece is a doctor who, along with
her husband (who is also a doctor) is currently working at these
facilities. Their work involves patient care as well as educating
local and visiting medical students/residents.

Option 2: Project Home

Project Home is a ministry that provides overnight shelter for
homeless families in area churches and schools when the
Family Service Center in Maplewood reaches its capacity. Due
to the continuing lack of affordable housing in the St. Paul area,
more families are seeking assistance from this ministry,
resulting in an increased need for emergency shelter. Monies
donated to this option will be used to support this ministry.

Option 3: The Listening House

The Listening House is a St. Paul inner-city drop-in center that
provides hospitality and practical assistance to disadvantaged,
homeless, and lonely people. Money donated to this option will
be used to continue funding a phone line for clients. The phone
is one of the most used services at the center. It is very
important to clients, most of whom do not have phones of their
own. This service allows them to call landlords, employers,
social workers, family, etc.

We encourage you to consider making a personal contribution
as well, using the envelope provided in the packet of envelopes
sent by the parish every other month. This was included in the
September/October mailing. If you have a preference, please
indicate this by marking the appropriate option on the envelope.
If you would like to contribute to more than one of these
programs, mark the appropriate options and your contributions
will be distributed as requested.

If you have already discarded this envelope, you may use a
plain one and mark it “We Care Campaign” - indicating the
option(s) to which you would like to make a donation. Any
unmarked contributions will be divided equally among the three
options. Thank you for your generosity.
